3. Begin with Hamd and salat alan nabi (salalahu alayhi wa

Fudalah ibn Ubayd (radiallabu anhu} narrates that the
Frophet {sallalahu alayhi wasallam] heard a person making
du’a in his salat without saying hamd (praise of Allah) and
withaul saving selal wlun uabi (seniding salutations on the
Frophet (gallalahu alaytu wasallam). 5o he said, “He made
haste.” Then he called him and said to him, “whenever anv of
vou offers salat, then (before making dua’) he should begin
with hamed and thena' for his Sustainer, then say salad wlan Nabi,
(sallalahu alayhi wasallam) then he should make his du'a’.”
(Tirmidhi and Abu Dawud)

Abu Fuhayr an-Numayri (radiallahu anhu) narrates: "One
nighl we were oul with the Prophet (sallalabu alayhi
wasallam), when we passed by a man who was supplicaling
with preat devotion and humility. The prophet (sallalaho
alayli wasallam) stopped and listened to him. Then he said,
Al will become incumbent il he seals il A person asked "With
what can he seal it?” Nabi (SAW) said, by saying Aumeen. It he
ends the du'a with Aameen, then it will become
incumbent” (Aba Dawud). ‘Aameen’ refers to "Allah accept
our supplication’.

5. Request others to pray for you

"Umar ibn al-khattab (radiallahu anhu) narrates: | asked the
Praphat {sallalahu alayhi wasallam) for permission to perform
an "Limrah and he mave me permission sayinge, "Dear brother,
mnclude us n vour supplication and do not forget us' This
exprassion (‘dear brother') that he said, [ would not be willing
to exchanpe it for the world.” (Abu Dawud and Tirmidhi)

Lkbuyy is the diminutive form of ok It means Little brother
and is wsed to express love. That is why Sayvidina Umar
{radiallahu anhn) considered  Lthis expression  from  the
Frophet's (sallalahu alayhi wasallam) blessed lips more
valuable than the whole world, This hadith shows that we
should request those visiting the holy places to make du'a for
us. [l also shows thal we can reques! our juniors for du’as.

This has several implications, We should prav for our
children, If we are tortunate that our parents are alive, we
should request them for du'as and Iry {0 earn it by winning
their hearts Lhrough our good treatment. We should take care
ol ravellers 5o we van earn their du as. Tt goes without saying
that the traveller meant here is one travelling (or a good cause.
It does not apply to those engaged in sin. And we must be
very alert never lo wrong any persun, for Allah Ta'ala accepls
the du'a of the wronged. On the other hand we should help a
person who has been wronged so he or she pravs for one,

Abdullah ibn Abbas (radiallahu anhu) narmrates that the
Prophet (sallalahu alayhi wasallam) said: "Five duas are
answered: the du'a of lhe one who has been wronged till help
comes, the du'a of a pilgrim until he comes hame, the di'a of
one engaged in jthad until he stops, the du'a of a sick person
until he recovers, and the du'a ol someone lor a persun who is
absenct. Then he added, 'Of these the one that gets the
yuickest answer is that for a brother in his absence! (Ad-
Da'awat al-Kabir)

Irbad ibn Sariyah (radiallahu anhu) narrated that the Prophet

In anather hadith it has been reported that Rasulullah
(Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam) said: "Notiiing hesides du o can
chatige the fudyement of lagdeer (predestination) and nothing
besides good deeds i longthen & person's  life-span.’

(Tirmidhi}.
